7.1. The PARTIES are exempted from
liability for the partial or complete breach of this
contract if such breach occurred because of
natural disasters, war and military operations,
government actions, etc.

In any case, the PARTIES realize that the
museum objects are achievements of Ukraine
and world civilization and shall take all possible
measures to avoid their loss and damage.

7.2. The PARTY, with respect to which
there has occurred a force majeure condition,
should immediately (not later than 3 days from
its occurrence) inform other PARTIES about it.
